TASAKI Launches New Jewellery Collection with Theme of
‘Curiosity’

The new jewellery collection is full of motifs stirring up ‘Curiosity’. It does so by dramatically
representing—with the modern, refined designs of TASAKI—a vision of a room storing an
assemblage of rare, precious items from around the world, arranged by European royalty,
titled nobility and collectors from the 15 to 18" centuries. Such items include fossils of
animals conjuring up thoughts of the ancient world's mysteries, sea life and insects,
botanical specimens and more.

There are various series in the collection including the ‘gulper’ series, with a design motif of
the jaws of the shark furnished with sharp teeth, thus portraying the hidden beauty of the
untamed peril posed by sharks dwelling in the vast oceans; the ‘turban shell’ that employs
an architectural design to portray the primitive, peculiar form of a shell seemingly
containing memories of the ancient world; the ‘ruffle shell” within an elegantly finished,
liberating form of a shell depicting the lines of ocean waves; the ‘coral’ with a brightly
coloured, gorgeous coral motif possessing organic form; the ‘mimic butterfly’ and *‘mimic
mantis’ that symbolize these insects hiding in the shadow of a plant...

We hope our clients will savour the world of imagination only made possible by the creative
jewellery of TASAKI, which we have imbued with new, beautiful life through motifs of rare,
precious items—items that are like works of arts and which once captivated the minds of
those who viewed them.
