TASAKI to open new pearl farms in Mie Prefecture

TASAKI (TASAKI & Co., Ltd.; Kobe Headquarters: 6-3-2 Minatojima Nakamachi, Chuo-ku, Kobe;
Tokyo Headquarters: 5-7-5 Ginza, Chuo-ku, Tokyo; Board Director & CEO : Toshikazu TAJIMA) is
to start new Akoya pearl farming operations in Mie Prefecture's Shima City and Minami-Ise-cho,
Watarai District through our subsidiary Akoya Shinju Yoshokusyo Co., Ltd.

Reasons for opening these new farms

TASAKI is currently operating pearl farms in the Kujuku Islands (Sasebo City, Nagasaki
Prefecture) and Domel Island (Republic of the Union of Myanmar).

However, having taken into account viewpoints such as our long-term strategies, which include
overseas development, we at TASAKI have recognized the need for a greater supply of
high-quality Akoya pearls and the importance of preparing for a number of possible
contingencies, including risks to the natural environment. As such, we conducted a search for
candidate sites for high quality farms.

Recently, TASAKI submitted a request to Mie Prefecture for permission to open our new
Ise-Shima farms, and we are pleased to inform you that our request has been approved.

We will continue to produce pearls of the ultimate quality, TASAKI pearls, at both our new and
existing farms.
