Tokyo, August 2, 2019 — On July 24, MetLife Insurance K.K. (MetLife Japan) awarded a total of
¥26,951,506 to four local nonprofits - Make-A-Wish Japan; the Japanese Foundation for Cancer
Research; the National Federation of All Japan Guide Dog Training Institutions; and Living in Peace —
through its signature CSR program, One Dollar Donation.

The total amount includes contributions made by MetLife Japan’s agents from January to December of
2018.
